2010 Game Fees 
 

It was decided and agreed to at the AGM that the flat fee structure will remain in 
place and that game fees for 2010 will be increased from $45 to $50 per player re-
gardless of the course we play. 
 

2010 Membership and Joining Fees 
 

Membership fees have been reduced from $200 per annum to $100 per annum.

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The 2009 Pokrajinski Cup was held in perfect conditions 
at the Hidden Valley golf club in Wallan. This year teams 
represented various regions of Croatia which included, 
Bosna, Dalmacija, Livno, Hercegovina, Karlovac and 
Slavonija.  
 

The reigning title holders, Dalmacija were desperate to 
go back to back and retain the title. Unfortunately the 
start pairing from 2008 (Cimera and Vujic) were unable 
to repeat the feats of 12 months ago and Dalmacija 
came a disappointing 3rd. Bragging rites were at stake 
with Livno throwing out the challenge and trying to psy-
che out the competition by recruiting their players from 
far flung regions east Asia with little success.  
 

It came down to a tussle between Karlovac and Bosna 
with the Bosnians prevailing through the ever reliable 
Hrastov brothers who shot a nett score of 63.75 which 
matched the best score from Karlovac (A.Cvitkovic and 
Des Nemeth).

Fortunately Sarma-
dzija and Matijas managed to hold their nerve enough to 
post a fourth score below 70 and ensure Bosna became

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In an attempt to better educate you seljaci in the rules of our game, we will be providing you with excerpts 
from the Rules of Golf Handbook. This month we begin with Rule 11 - The Teeing Ground. 
 
11-1.Teeing 
When a player is putting a ball into play from the teeing ground, it must be played from within the teeing ground and 
from the surface of the ground or from a conforming tee in or on the surface of the ground. For the purposes of this 
Rule, the surface of the ground includes an irregularity of surface (whether or not created by the player) and sand or 
other natural substance (whether or not placed by the player). 
 

If a player makes a stroke at a ball on a non-conforming tee, or at a ball teed in a manner not permitted by this Rule, 
he is disqualified. A player may stand outside the teeing ground to play a ball within it. 
 

11-2.Tee-Markers  
Before a player makes his first stroke with any ball on the teeing ground of the hole being played, the tee-markers are 
deemed to be fixed. In these circumstances, if the player moves or allows to be moved a teemarker for the purpose of 
avoiding interference with his stance, the area of his intended swing or his line of play, he incurs the penalty for a 
breach of Rule 13-2. 
 

11-3. Ball Falling off Tee 
If a ball, when not in play, falls off a tee or is knocked off a tee by the player in addressing it, it may be re-teed, without 
penalty. However, if a stroke is made at the ball in these circumstances, whether the ball is moving or not, the stroke 
counts, but there is no penalty
